
My coronavirus vaccination

•	 To keep healthy and safe, I need an injection called a 	
	 vaccine. It protects people from the coronavirus.

•	 I will drive to the clinic with a support person.

•	 I will wear a mask.

•	 I will wait for a nurse to see me.

•	 I will roll my sleeve up so the nurse can see my arm.

•	 The injection will go into my arm for a few seconds, it 	
	 might hurt.

•	 I will try to sit still. My support person might try to distract 	
	 me by talking.
